Participating restaurants are asked to select one day to attend the 2011 WCCC and provide a minimum of three gallons of chili for public sampling.  Each restaurant will share a designated 10x10’ tented area to pass out their chili to the thousands of attendees.  The City of Manchester will provide each restaurant with a tent, table and tasting supplies. Restaurants are encouraged to provide more than 3 gallons of chili, which will go fast!  Participating restaurants may decorate and pass out information about their restaurant within their designated location.  Restaurants are not allowed to sell any products, unless they purchase a vending space.  Sponsorships opportunities are also available.
